1. Actions from previous meeting

a. DTVKit Github is migrating to teams of moderators and teams of 
companies. Currently anyone can accept a pull request.

Previous action was to ensure that teams will have read only permissions 
unless they
are a 
moderator. 

Action: Carries over to next meeting. CA to speak to HC and KW about 
this. 


b. Voxtok pull requests and moderators requires a more formal process. 

Action: Do not do anything until we see pull requests, then we can think 
about a formal process at that point
c. Individual access to Github should be reviewed to prevent unauthorized users accessing the code. 
Action: CA to add a forum post, highlighting to companies that they should be individually accessing the github, rather than company access.
Action: PE to check out the DTVKit induction to ensure this process is clear. 
Action: DTVKit to regularly send email to companies asking if they still want access for certain users, if not they will be revoked in a certain number of days.
d.  New repositories for HbbTV – Ask the question to Voxtok: are they happy to take on DTVKit versioning?
Action: DTVKit to notify Voxtok know 6-8 weeks before the next version is to be released, to ensure Voxtok can provide a stable release. 
Action: HC to do testing on both Voxtok and DTVKit code before the next release.

Decision: To have a separate group of people within a subgroup based 
around architecture. AF (Harman) to chair the subgroup

3. Moderators Review
Decision: Karl Wood will become the replacement moderator for Oliver Mcleary on DVBCore/CI+
Action: PE to find HbbTv moderator outside of OBS before next TSC
4. HbbTV - How to moderate large changes, or contributions, where required moderation effort is significant.
SF - Any change should be broken down into small chunks. Need to know how much testing the contributer has done on implementation, and if this would have any impact on anything else? We need to understand where changes have been made and what they have affected. 
Action: PE to update and re-issue DTVKit guidelines for upstreaming. 
5. DTVKit Platform layers. They are currently outside of DTVkit and under ownership of the silicon vendor. Should they reside within DTVkit instead?
JN - Want to encourage platform layer to be used in the community. 
PE – If the whole thing resides within DTVKit, we would give that to any member to do what they want with it. However, what happens when the silicon vendor doesn't want to support that particular member? 
Action: PE to think about this and come up with a clarification/proposal before the next meeting.
6. Mantis/Github
Action: CA to check out Dtv-Kit Github account
7. Roadmap – OBS Android Update
OBS have plans to have zapper level information of DVBCore in the Android TV by the end of the year (2017). Mheg, PVR, HbbTv discussions are still in place. 
DVBcore should remain unchanged. Interface code into the Android TV framework may require some changes to the platform. 
Action: OBS to decide how we make the Android version in DTVKit. Create a forum discussion on it. 
Action: JN to put information about this on the forum
8. Test suites – Would any members wish to announce that they have been through software compliance testing?
OBS are creating test streams that can be used to test DTVKit. This will eventually include MHEG and HbbTV. 
How would these streams be available? On a separate Github?
Action: CA/HC to check if there is a forum area for testing, if not this is to be added
